Most recently, he has been working with the lllinois Attorney General Disability Rights Section and lllinois
Capital Development Board on updating the lllinois Accessibility Code to harmonize with the 2010 ADA
Standards.

Insti-
tute then distributes funds to the Chapter. Some members
find a benefit in joining multiple chapters. In such a case,
one Chapter is considered the Home Chapter. The incre-
mental cost to add a second chapter is only the cost of
dues for that Chapter (no second cost for Institute). Itis
most economical to add chapters at the time of renewal.
Adding a chapter a month or two before renewal will result
in re-billing for chapter dues with the renewal notice.

Changing chapters can also only occur at time of renewal.
As dues are distributed by Institute to the chapter(s)
named at time of renewal, there is no avenue to transfer-
ring funds from one Chapter to another.

There are many reasons to join a new chapter mid year be-
tween renewals. These could include leadership opportu-
nities, client interactions and many others. If a member
wishes to terminate membership in one of multiple chap-
ters, he/she does that at time of renewal by no longer list-
iIng the chapter to be eliminated.
